Call to Order

Chairman Roddey stated several items needed to be added to the agenda.


Councilman Oliphant made a Motion to add a “40’ section of sidewalk on


McClure St.” to the agenda, 2nd by Councilman Branham, Council vote was


unanimous.


Councilman Jordan made a Motion to add the Fort Lawn Fire Department


parking lot to the agenda, 2nd by Councilman Branham, Council vote was


unanimous.

Councilman Jordan made a Motion to add the Lando Fire Department


parking lot to the agenda, 2nd by Councilman Branham, Council vote was


unanimous.
     II.     New Business

             1.  Approval of CCTC Minutes of May 21, 2007

Councilman Martin made a Motion to approve the CCTC Minutes of


May 21, 2007, 2nd by Vice Chairman Lucas, Council vote was unanimous.

             2.  Acceptance of Bid on Great Falls Library Parking Lot

Vice Chairman Lucas made a Motion to accept the bid from SMI to pave


the Great Falls Library Parking Lot and the remaining parking lot at a total cost of 
$9,100, 2nd by Councilman Oliphant, Council vote was unanimous.

             3.  Tributary Road, Fort Lawn – Acceptance into County Road System


Councilman Jordan stated this road was a subdivision between Fort Lawn and


Great Falls and was constructed to DOT specifications and two homes were presently 

on the road but the postal service would not deliver mail to the residents because they 
considered it a private drive.  Councilman Jordan continued to say that all lots on the 
road had been sold and 
another home was under construction.  Vice Chairman Lucas

then said that the subdivision was a definite asset to Chester County.  Councilman


Oliphant then said it would be a good precedent to set by giving the Engineering Firm


that would be taking care of roads in Chester County all of the data showing what


was done by the firm that originally put the road in before we formally accepted roads


into the county system.  Councilman Branham then asked if we had to receive roads


into the county before the State would take them.  Councilman Oliphant then said he


did not think the State took roads any longer and asked L.B. Cannon, formally with


SCDOT for an answer.  Mr. Cannon said that each county had a salary cap and that it


was very difficult to get a road in unless one was taken out.  After no further discussion


Chairman Roddey called for a motion.


Councilman Jordan made a Motion to accept Tributary Road into the County


Road system contingent upon proper documentation, 2nd by Councilman Branham, 
Council vote was unanimous.

             4.   Request for Bids on Fort Lawn, Edgemoor and Lando Fire Department

                   Parking Lots 

Councilman Jordan made a Motion that the Dennis Corporation obtain bids on 
the Lando Fire Department parking lot, 2nd by Councilman Branham, Council vote 
was unanimous.


Councilman Jordan then made a Motion that the Dennis Corporation also obtain 
bids on the Fort Lawn parking lot, 2nd by Councilman Branham.  Discussion:  
Councilman Jordan stated there were some drainage problems and he also believed 
that the property where the trucks sit was owned by the Fort Lawn Volunteer Firemen.  


Councilman Oliphant stated that he would like clarification on who owns what and


that a plat would show that and resolve any legal questions.  Councilman Jordan 


said he could provide that.  Council then voted and the vote was unanimous.

Added to the Agenda


Sidewalk on McClure Street.  Councilman Oliphant said there was approximately


a 40 foot section of sidewalk on McClure Street that needed repairing and would


request that Council authorize getting a price to make the repairs.  Councilman


Branham asked if garbage trucks running over this particular area had caused


the damage and Councilman Oliphant responded it could be that they were


using this section as a “turn around” area.  Councilman Oliphant then made a 


Motion to get a cost for repairs on the 40 foot section of McClure Street, 2nd by

Councilwoman Guy, Council vote was unanimous.

Chairman Roddey adjourned the CCTC Meeting at approximately 6:15 p.m.
