   2.  Audit Update
Finance Director/Becky Moon and Mr. Robert Faulkner with Faulkner and Thompson, PA
gave out the final audit books to Council.  Councilman Oliphant stated it was hard for 
Council to ask questions regarding the audit when they had just been given the audit at

the meeting.  Mr. Faulkner then went over the financial statement and gave an overview of

the findings stating that overall the audit was favorable and the exceptions were:  Magistrates,

fines & fees, School District, could not get good balances and the Chester Fire District, could

not get a good opening balance.  Councilman Oliphant stated that unfortunately, those three

areas were not under the control of the County Supervisor or County Council.  He thanked

Mr. Faulkner and Mrs. Moon for their hard work and asked Mr. Faulkner to explain the difference

between a qualified audit and an unqualified audit.  Mr. Faulkner stated unqualified is when an 

opinion is expressed on the entire material, qualified is where there are certain areas that you
can’t express an opinion and this audit is a “qualified” audit.  Councilman Oliphant stated it

would be good if Council could get an audit earlier next year.  Councilman Branham asked if all entities had been contacted about the “findings”, especially the Magistrates and Mr. Faulkner 

stated that they had and suggested that a central bookkeeping system be implemented for the

Magistrates.  At this time Councilman Oliphant made a Motion to accept the audit as information, 2nd by Councilman Branham, Council vote was unanimous.
  3.  Clawbacks Update 
County Attorney Winters stated that there were no “clawbacks” and the fees in lieu are old for

some industries that have left the County and that we cannot get any money we may or may not have lost.  Clawbacks were not negotiated in the past but should be in future agreements.  Mrs.
Winters stated that a company that is leaving does have a clause that says we can get taxes in a certain year and that a fee in lieu is an advantage to lure a company.  Councilman Oliphant said

he understood that but wanted to make sure the County gets what it is suppose to.  Donnie Wade, Auditor, then said that a lot of this is monitored through the State.  Councilman Branham then asked if a new industry comes in will they be asked to sign a “clawback” and Mrs. Winters replied it would be good to ask and that it is now a standard practice.

  4.   Wireless Computer System Update
County Supervisor Roddey gave Council members the quotes he had received from TruVista
on establishing wireless service in the Clerk of Courts Office.  Councilwoman Guy made a 

Motion to accept the proposal from TruVista, 2nd by Councilman Jordan, Council vote was unanimous.

  5.  Gayle Mill Sidewalk Project Bids 
Sherron Marshall/Catawba Regional was not in attendance but Chairman Roddey stated the
bids on the Gayle Mill Sidewalk Project had come in high and stated this would be added to the

next agenda.
  VIII.   New Business
      1.  A-Tax Committee Recommendations 
  Mrs. Midge Cornwell presented the recommendations from the A-Tax Committee stating there
  were 17 requests and $50,000 to be distributed.  Councilman Oliphant then made a Motion to
  accept the A-Tax Committee Recommendations, 2nd by Councilman Branham.  Mrs. 

  Cornwell  stated that she did not know if any other A-Tax monies would be allotted and 

  Councilman  Branham then withdrew his second.  Councilman Oliphant then amended his   
  Motion to say if any extra A-Tax monies were awarded that the A-Tax Committee would 
  increase the percentages to the 17 entries and approve the present recommendations, 2nd   

  by Councilman Branham, Council vote was unanimous.
      2.  Lease Agreement for Convenience site 
  County Attorney Winters relayed to Council that one of the County Convenience Sites sets on
  a portion of a residents land and he would like the protection of a lease.  Councilman Jordan
  made a Motion to approve the Lease Agreement, 2nd by Councilwoman Guy, Council vote 
  was unanimous.
